	The Anglican Diocese of Bendigo has worked in the Bendigo community for 120 years. It has 37 centres extending from Mildura to Kyneton and across to Mooroopna. It has provided economic, welfare and spiritual assistance to thousands of people.

Bishop Andrew Curnow, is committed to strengthening the links between the Diocese and the community, and is Chair of St Luke's Anglicare. The Diocese is committed to changing the way it works in the community; especially as church buildings become less and less used.

The Diocese's partner, Seeds Bendigo, has been active in Long Gully since 2005. Seeds Bendigo's aim is to make Long Gully a place in which people feel safe, and be inspired to build community and healthy connections.

The Anglican Diocese of Bendigo has partnered with Seeds Bendigo regarding St Matthew's Church since 2009, creating a place that is welcoming to the whole community, with programs such as Colour the Gully, Praxis youth work training, Out of the Box Toy Library, informal church service, Hiphopportunities, Hope...It Grows! Community Garden and the 'edge' youth development program.

Seeds Bendigo is a volunteer group of 9 members who live locally in Long Gully, along with a wide network of supporters in Long Gully and Bendigo.

Long Gully faces generational unemployment, with attendant symptoms of drug & alcohol abuse, violence and disengagement from school. In the latest release of SEIFA statistics from the ABS, Long Gully is listed as the 8th most disadvantaged suburb in the state.
Achievements
Over the past 4 years, Seeds Bendigo has initiated:

· a 'backyard' sustainability demonstration garden

· a community toy library

· playgroup

· kitchen garden cooking classes

· bike recycling program

· community art projects

· encourages other groups like the ‘edge’, Hiphopportunities and Praxis programs to use the space for low rent.

Future Plans
Seeds Bendigo and the Anglican Diocese are also planning a number of other initiatives, including: 

· pizza oven and community meal area

· café, employing and training locals

· refurbishment of the community garden and kitchen to become a teaching kitchen

· studio for the Hiphopportunities program to record music.

Ultimately, we aim to see increased social cohesion in the Long Gully area, relating to a sense of belonging, hope and increasing people's ability to participate socially in meaningful ways.
